The signatures to the Adopt-A-Park Sponsorship Program agreement signifies that the adopting organization/company agrees to abide by its contents, as well as the reciprocating agreement by the Merriam Parks and Recreation Department. By signing this agreement, both parties agree to mutually work together to establish the adopted park as a top priority for the City and Communities of the City of Merriam.

_______________________________________________ agrees to the following conditions as our responsibilities under the Adopt-A-Park Sponsorship Program:

1) Adoption agreement is for a three year term. Upon completion of each three year term, the last term holding organization/business has first option to renew its adoption for another three year term.

2) Agrees to conduct one park related function quarterly. This can include, but doesn't necessarily have to be, a clean-up day, a special repair project or new construction project, conduct fund raising for updating the park's equipment or new development. All efforts must be coordinated so both the adopting organization/business and the Parks and Recreation Department can mutually fulfill its obligations. Not fulfilling quarterly obligation may result in loss of agency adoption.

4) Agrees to provide input for development or maintenance concerns. This might include a representative attending the monthly Parks and Recreation Advisory Board meetings. Ideas and concerns can be sent by mail, or just a telephone call to the Parks and Recreation Department.

5) Agrees to be the general watchers (eyes and ears) of the park. As any citizen eye-watch program, adopting parent/s would make it a point to keep a watch on the park and its facilities. Parents will stop to check park or and drive by the park on a regular basis to observe the cleanliness, look for vandalism, and report problems and concerns to the Parks and Recreation Department or police as necessary.   

City of Merriam Parks and Recreation Department

The City of Merriam’s Parks and Recreation Department agrees to the following conditions as our responsibilities under the Adopt-A-Park Sponsorship Program:

1) The Parks and Recreation Department is responsible for ensuring the park's sign will have the Organization/business' name added, signifying that they are the park's adopting parent and the year of adoption. Example: Adopted by: John's Construction, Inc. - 1996

2)  The Parks and Recreation Department is responsible for providing support for special projects such as garbage bags for litter pick-up days, provide whatever equipment it can for any development projects, etc.

3) The Parks and Recreation Department will aggressively include the adopting organizations in their respective parks development planning functions.

General

The City of Merriam shall maintain full authority and responsibility for the parks and park facilities. All final decisions regarding direction and development rests with the Parks and Recreation Advisory Board and the Parks and Recreation Department with the input from the adopting organizations/business' and citizens of Merriam.
