Application for Adopt-A-Park Program

















The sponsoring jurisdiction shall:


1.  Determine the specific area that is adopted;


2.  Erect a sign at the adopted section, which displays the name or acronym of the group;


3.  Provide the group with garbage bags; 


4.  Provide the group with safety apparel and signs cautioning the public, if necessary;


5.  Remove filled garbage bags from an adopted area as soon as practical after litter collection has


     occurred, and otherwise be responsible for removing litter from adopted sections only under


     unusual circumstances such as the accumulation of large, heavy or hazardous items.

Wheaton Park District Conditions


























The Wheaton Park District (District) and  


(Group) recognize the need for litter-free public areas, and are entering into this Agreement in an effort to contribute towards maintaining litter-free spaces.





By signature below, the Group agrees to the terms and conditions set by this entire agreement.





The Group and its volunteers and agents shall assume all responsibility for, and hold the District (including its officials, employees and agents) harmless from any and all claims or actions resulting from the Group’s volunteers’ or agents’ work in the program, except for the negligent acts of the District (including its agents or employees).





Members of the Group are jointly and severally bound by the terms and conditions of this Agreement.  The Group and the District will fulfill responsibilities as Group and sponsoring jurisdiction respectively as set forth in the Appendix attached.





The District recognizes and approves the Group as the adopting organization for (area)

Adopt-A-Park Agreement

















Groups shall stay off all highway and roadway pavements





The group shall not pick up large or hazardous items.  These items shall be tagged and their location reported to the district for pick-up.





Groups must obtain supplies from the district during working hours.





Groups will be responsible for litter pick-up only.  No planting or mowing shall take place.





Cars used by the group shall be parked parallel, at least three (3) feet away from any road signs and must be parked on the side intended for litter pick-up.  Car-pooling is recommended.





Group members should wear appropriate clothing.  Gloves and clothes, which cover the entire body, should be work when persons are working in areas where insects or other nuisances are present.





Group members shall work facing any traffic.





Litter pick-up shall be performed only during daylight hours and on limited days if so designated.

Work shall not be performed on medians, bridges, tunnels, overpasses or in areas which may present any type of hazard.





Persons shall wear shows of sufficient strength with strong soles.





Volunteers shall remain alert when working in areas where snakes, poison ivy or stinging insects may be present.





“VOLUNTEERS AT WORK” signs should be displayed at both ends of the working area before volunteers unload their car(s).





Volunteers should notify the district of the date, time and location of work to be done on district property or frontage no less than 48 hours prior to the intended start of work.





 Each group should have a telephone with them at all times.





Groups shall not conduct activities during hazardous weather conditions.

SAGETY TRAINING





In an effort to ensure that all volunteers have received safety training, a form* is necessary to record the length of training, the group member’s name, the date on which training was completed, the signature of the Training Instructor, the signature of the group member coordinator, and the names of all persons attending the session.  Suggested topics for the training session shall include all points outlined in the Safety Rules above plus training on the hazards which may warrant special notice in relation to the specific park or area in which the volunteers will be working.  For this reason, it is the responsibility of the Executive Director or the Director of Parks and Planning of the Wheaton Park District to inspect the area to be adopted prior to the execution of the Agreement permitting litter pick-up.

SAFETY TRAINING











Responsibilities of the Group


Any group participating in the Adopt-A-Park Program shall:


  Obey and abide by all laws and regulations relating to safety and any other terms and conditions as required by the Wheaton Park District;





Provide one adult supervisor for every five (5) youths when persons under age 18 are present in an adopted park or section;





Not permit a person under the age of ten (10) to be a member of the group which would be volunteering for the purpose of litter collection;





Require all group members to attend a safety meeting conducted by the group before participation in any letter collection in an adopted park or section of a park;





Require the group coordinator or designee to conduct group safety meetings and to receive safety training as required by the sponsoring jurisdiction;





Adopt a park or a section of a park for a minimum of two (2) years;





Collect litter in the adopted park or section of a park four (4) times a year or as required by the Superintendent of Parks and Planning;

Require the group coordinator to provide prior notice, as required by the director, whenever the group intends to collect litter in its adopted park or section;





Require group members to properly wear any safety apparel provided by the sponsoring jurisdiction while collecting litter in an adopted park or section;





Provide a telephone for the working group;





Be responsible for prohibiting members from possessing, consuming, or being under the influence of alcohol or drugs while in an adopted park or section;





Maintain a first aid kit and an adequate supply of drinking water while members are collecting litter in an adopted park or section;





Place litter in trash bags provided by the sponsoring jurisdiction, and place filled trash bags at a location in the adopted park or section as designated by the Superintendent of Parks and Planning; and





Not subcontract or assign its duties or responsibilities to any other group or organization.

Definitions


Executive Director:  


The Executive Director of the Wheaton Park District who shares responsibility for the administration of the Adopt-A-Park program with Director of Planning of the Wheaton Park District


 


Group: 


The members or employees of civic or not-for-profit organizations and commercial and private enterprises who have asked to participate in the Adopt-A-Park program





Group Coordinator:  


The individual selected by the group to serve as its liaison with the Wheaton Park District





Group President:  


The individual who is the recognized president or chairman of the group





Litter:  


Any unsightly or offensive matter which may include, but is not limited to, disposable packaging, containers, cans, bottles, paper, ashes, cigar and cigarette butts.  Litter does not include hazardous, heavy, or large items, or carcasses.





Adopted Park or Section of a Park:  


An area of a Wheaton Park District park, which is assigned to the Group as its responsibility for litter collection
